Feedback received has been extraordinarily positive,
with many comments on the quality of storytelling, a new appreciation for the facility
and the team that worked there, as well as the respectful way that the story of the
closure of the NRU reactor was told.

To further the reach of this important story, the film was also posted online and made
available through several streaming platforms, being watched more than 4500 times
since its uploading in 2019. In addition, it has been added to the McIntyre Media
library, where it is available for screening in schools, and it was made available on
Amazon Prime in both United States and United Kingdom.
